CURRENT EVENT ASSIGNMENTS

Identifying, reading, and making sense of the news is an important skill for anyone to have.  For Christians, studying current events from a biblical worldview helps us to understand the world in which we live and how we can better reach it for Christ.  
1. Research:

Research a current event.  Anything which has occurred within the last two weeks will qualify as a current event.  Your article should cover major world or US events.  Do not report on an event which would be significant only within another country, such as a bus going off a bridge or the death of a local official.  Do not report on sports, local news (unless it is of great importance), entertainment news or popular culture.

Sources for your research should be print media and might include the Internet, news magazines, or newspapers.  If you are using an Internet news source, be sure it is an established and reputable source such as USA Today, Fox News, Wall Street Journal, ABC News, CNN, US News and World Report, Time, Newsweek, etc.

2. Report:

Please use the current events template to format your report.  It must be typed and should be at least two good paragraphs.  Use good sentences (no run-ons or fragments) with proper spelling, grammar, and punctuation.  The first paragraph should be a summary of the event.  The second paragraph should be an analysis of the current event.  Why do you think this happened?  What repercussions might this event have? What do you think about it?  What perspective should Christians have concerning this event?  Can you think of a verse or story from the Bible that relates to this event?
Attach your printed source material to your report to hand in. Be sure to include the source (news organization) of the material.

3. Key Terms:

List at least three significant vocabulary words or key terms from the article.  Define and explain the importance of each.
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
